Some 21st Century Results in Graph Theory

Bruce Reed received his degrees in Mathematics and in Computer 

Science at McGill University. Following postdoctoral fellowships and 

faculty positions in Europe, Canada and the USA, he joined the faculty of 

McGill University in 2001: he currently holds the Canada Research Chair 

in Graph Theory and was elected as a Fellow of the Royal Society of 

Canada in 2009. He has played a leading role in a broad range of research 

areas in discrete mathematics and theoretical computer science. He is 

best known for his work on areas within graph theory, with many of 

his most important contributions being in random structures, graph 

minors, and graph colouring.
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
